. NAZARIYA ACTIVITIES

Muslim women in rural areas have limited
spheres of decision making, are unable to access
sources of information and knowledge and
unable to fight against social oppression. The
emergence of powerful right wing politics in India
has further reduced spaces for religious
minorities and created an atmosphere of fear.
Understandably women get further oppressed in
such circumstances. In the case of sex workers,
the additional burden of their "immoral" work
intensifies conditions of social oppression and
force them to destitution. Criminalized
environments make them an easy target for
moral policing, state impunity, harassment and
violence.
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Strengthen minority women’s access to collective

The collective of Muslim women formed in 2009 has
slowly grown from 10 to 50 regular women in the current
year. Through their collective efforts in the current year,
they were able to reach out to 471 most underprivileged
Muslim women who are widowed, separated or divorced
and hence marginalised within the community. In addition
the collective has reached out to 19 disabled and 21
mentally challenged children during the year. In the
current year, Nazariya has been able to mobilize social
entitlements for 36 cases.
